Then he 

said to Thomas, “Put your finger here and see my hands, and bring your hand and 

put it into my side, and do not be unbelieving, but believe.” Thomas answered and 

said to him, “My Lord and my God!” Jesus said to him, “Have you come to believe 

because you have seen me? Blessed are those who have not seen and have be-

lieved.” Now Jesus did many other signs in the presence of his disciples that are 

not written in this book. But these are written that you may come to believe 

that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God, and that through this belief you may have 

life in his name.

GOSPEL REFLECTION 
  When I think of Jesus’ appearance to the apostles on Easter Sunday afternoon, I am conti-

nually amazed.  If I had experienced the rejection, denial, and abandonment from my close friends, 

I think the first words I would have said would be, “Why did you desert me?” or “I want to talk to 

you about your leaving me alone to face my suffering.”  Yet Jesus’ first words to His followers was 

“Shalom” – a word of a re-established and renewed relationship, a word of reconciliation and for-

giveness, a word of Hesed-Divine Mercy.  Jesus does not blame, accuse, or question the apo-

stles.  He speaks about being able to move forward together with renewed enthusiasm and spirited 

unity.  Our GOD is amazingly awesome.
