GOSPEL                  JN 10:11-18  

GOSPEL REFLECTION 

   In the Gospel, Jesus identifies Himself as the GOoD Shepherd.  As the GOoD Shepherd, Je-

sus has a personal interest in each and every one of His sheep.  Being a caring and providing she-

pherd, Jesus does what is best for the sheep, even to the point of laying down His life so that the 

sheep will live.  Unlike the hired shepherd who is only looking for pay and what can be obtained 

from the sheep, Jesus establishes a close connection (relationship) with all of His sheep.  They re-

cognize and respond to His voice and He responds to them. 

     As I reflect on all the readings today, I am overwhelmed by the plan of GOD.  GOD wants to have 

a personal, individual relationship with every person, including you and me.  Not only does GOD 

give human (mortal) life to people, but also GOD wants to establish a unique relationship with each 

and every human.  Part of that relationship is salus – healing, wholeness, salvation.  GOD wants 

what is best for us, even more than we want or can imagine.  We are sometime misled into putting 

our trust and hope in mere human pursuits:  wealth, fame, power, prestige, and other people.  If 

any of those pursuits is the sum total of our existence, we have missed out on what the Lord Jesus 

intends for us.
