GOSPEL JN 15:1-8

GOSPEL REFLECTION

In the Gospel, speaking to His disciples on the night before He died, Jesus proclaims the
importance of being united with Him, for He is the life-sustaining Vine that (Who) provides the nu-
trients for the branches (the disciples) so that they can produce the fruit which GOD the Abba-
Father, the Vine Grower, expects. Jesus’ followers are quite aware of how grapes grow. They
know that the vine is essential for the growth of the branches. They would have also seen how the
vine growers prune the dead and useless branches away from the vine so that the healthy bran-
ches can have a fuller share in the life sustaining fluids flowing from and throughout the vine. If the
branches are not pruned, the GOoD branches would not produce as rich a harvest as they could.

As | reflect on the readings, | realized how important being part of the church is. | know
that scripture refers to the church as an edifice with Jesus as the cornerstone, the apostles as the
foundation, and each member as part of the structure. Yet, it is important to realize that church is
not merely a physical building. It is an edifice of living, human beings. Jesus is not only the corner-
stone (on which all the other stones lean), but He is the life sustaining vine through which each of
us (the branches) receive what we need to produce fruit.
