GOSPEL                  LK 3:10-18           

GOSPEL REFLECTION 
 In the Gospel, John the Baptist announces that soon One Who is mightier than himself is 

coming and the people must be ready.  Those who take to heart John’s message repeat a key que-

stion, “What should we do?”  John gives some practical advice on how different people can live in a 

way which manifests their metanoia (repentance, conversion of heart, turning toward GOD, wai-

ting for the Advent of the Chosen One). 

  As I reflect on the readings of this Gaudete (“Rejoice”) Sunday, I realize there are reasons 

for rejoicing.  The church sometimes manifest this joy by using pink or rose instead of the bluish 

purple (the color of the rest of Advent).  There is a sense of joy at the nearness of the Lord Je-

sus.  This is not just because Christmas is thirteen days from this Sunday and we are closer to this 

joyous celebration of the Coming of the Lord Jesus in His birth in Bethlehem.  This rejoicing should 

flow from the awareness of the Lord Jesus’ coming to us repeatedly and always.
