GOSPEL

A reading from the Holy Gospel according to Luke.

LK 17:5-10

Glory be to You, Lord.
Jesus said to the Pharisees:

The apostles said to the Lord, "Increase our faith." The Lord replied, "If you have
faith the size of a mustard seed, you would say to this mulberry tree, 'Be uprooted
and planted in the sea,' and it would obey you.

"Who among you would say to your servant who has just come in from plowing or
tending sheep in the field, 'Come here immediately and take your place at table'?
Would he not rather say to him, 'Prepare something for me to eat. Put on your
apron and wait on me while | eat and drink. You may eat and drink when | am fi-
nished'? Is he grateful to that servant because he did what was commanded?

So should it be with you. When you have done all you have been commanded,
say, 'We are unprofitable servants; we have done what we were obliged to do."

This is the Gospel of the Lord.

GOSPEL REFLECTION

In the Gospel, in response to the disciples’ request for a deepening of faith, Jesus counsels
His disciples that as their faith deepens, they will see great things happen. Jesus goes on to remind
them that they are called to be faithful servant-leaders who do the will of their Master. They
should not think that they will be rewarded just for doing their duty, for it is just that, their duty as
servants of their Master.

As | reflect on the readings, | go back to a common theme | see in scriptures: being a fai-
thful servant-leader. All who become disciples of the Master are called to be of service to
others. Itis our duty to listen to GOD’s voice and respond faithfully. The call to be a servant-leader
is not just for those who are ordained as deacons, priests, or bishops, or recognized as other mini-
sters, but it is a call for all who are baptized in the Lord Jesus. Once we accept the gifts which are
symbolized (“sacramentalized”) by our baptism, we commit ourselves to being faithful disciples of
the Lord Jesus.
