GOSPEL

A reading from the Holy Gospel according to Luke.

LK 19:1-10

Glory be to You, Lord.

At that time, Jesus came to Jericho and intended to pass through the town. Now a
man there named Zacchaeus, who was a chief tax collector and also a wealthy
man, was seeking to see who Jesus was; but he could not see him because of the
crowd, for he was short in stature. So he ran ahead and climbed a sycamore tree in
order to see Jesus, who was about to pass that way. When he reached the place,
Jesus looked up and said, "Zacchaeus, come down quickly, for today | must stay at
your house." And he came down quickly and received him with joy. When they all
saw this, they began to grumble, saying, "He has gone to stay at the house of a sin-
ner." But Zacchaeus stood there and said to the Lord, "Behold, half of my po-
ssessions, Lord, | shall give to the poor, and if | have extorted anything from anyone
| shall repay it four times over." And Jesus said to him, "Today salvation has come
to this house because this man too is a descendant of Abraham. For the Son of
Man has come to seek and to save what was lost."

This is the Gospel of the Lord. Praise be to You, Lord Jesus Christ.

GOSPEL REFLECTION

What strikes me about the readings is the concept of justification and salvation. There are
two parts to the process of being saved (justified). The first and most important part is that it is
GOD’s will that all people be saved. GOD is the One Who calls and invites people to experience the
divine presence in their lives. GOD is the initiator. GOD desires to love individuals not only into
earthly existence, but into eternal existence. Yet at the same time, GOD does not force individuals
to accept the gifts which are offered. Yes, GOD gave no choice to individuals about the beginning
of their human existence, but GOD will not force eternal life with GOD upon anyone who will not
accept it.

That leads to the second aspect of the salvific process. In response to GOD’s graciousness,
those who are called and invited and gifted (which includes all people) are asked to demonstrate
their acceptance of what they have received. Just as Zacchaeus showed his acknowledgment of
Jesus’ coming into his house by committing himself to giving to the poor and bringing four-fold re-
stitution to those whom he had hurt through his former lifestyle, so too, those who accept GOD’s
gift of salvation and justification must put into action their graced relationship with Jesus.
