GOSPEL REFLECTION 

   Mardi Gras (“Fat Tuesday”) is over.  Lent begins today, Ash Wednesday.  But that does 

not mean that the celebration must cease.  The celebration changes in character.  Instead of 

gorging ourselves with food and having a fun time, we are asked to celebrate the forgiveness 

which Jesus has earned for us through His death and resurrection.  We need to reflect on 

where we have been in our spiritual journey and what we must do to better prepare ourselves 

for the rest of the journey to the house of our Abba-Father Who happens to be GOD, led by 

our Brother Jesus and the Holy Spirit.  As any GOoD celebration, we will have to spend time 

and energy in preparing ourselves; but the effort will be worth it.
