RESPONSORIAL PSALM                         PS 19 
„Lord, you have the words of everlasting life.” 

A reading from the Holy Gospel according to John. 

Glory be to You, Lord. 

Since the Passover of the Jews was near, Jesus went up to Jerusalem. He found in 

the temple area those who sold oxen, sheep, and doves, as well as the money 

changers seated there. He made a whip out of cords and drove them all out of the 

temple area, with the sheep and oxen, and spilled the coins of the money changers 

and overturned their tables, and to those who sold doves he said, “Take these out 

of here, and stop making my Father’s house a marketplace.” His disciples recalled 

the words of Scripture, Zeal for your house will consume me. At this the Jews ans-

wered and said to him, “What sign can you show us for doing this?” Jesus answe-

red and said to them, “Destroy this temple and in three days I will raise it up.” 

The Jews said, “This temple has been under construction for forty-six years, and 

you will raise it up in three days?” But he was speaking about the temple of his bo-

dy. Therefore, when he was raised from the dead, his disciples remembered that 

he had said this, and they came to believe the Scripture and the word Jesus had 

spoken. While he was in Jerusalem for the feast of Passover, many began to be-

lieve in his name when they saw the signs he was doing. But Jesus would not trust 

himself to them because he knew them all, and did not need anyone to testify abo-

ut human nature. He himself understood it well.

GOSPEL                  JN 2:13-25     

GOSPEL REFLECTION 

 The Gospel of John has Jesus’ cleansing the Temple (The dwelling place of  GOD’s presence) 

at the very beginning of His ministry.  Being in relationship with His Abba, Jesus is upset with the 

way people have changed having a relationship with GOD to a for-profit busi-

ness.  “Prophets” (spokespersons for GOD) have given way to “profits” (financial gains).  True reli-

gion (re-ligio) means to be “bound again” with GOD and others – to deepen one’s relationships.  It 

is not a financial arrangement to deepen the pocketbooks of some people.   

      As I reflect on the readings, I am once again reminded of what it is that GOD wants for us 

and from us.  GOD wants us to be in relationship with the Almighty, and not adherents to strict ru-

les, regulations, and the almighty dollar.  GOD has revealed the Ten Commandments not to enslave 

us but to free us to be in closer connection (covenant relationship) with GOD.
