READING 1         IS 52:13-53:12    
 

See, my servant shall prosper, he shall be 

raised high and greatly exalted. Even as 

many were amazed at him --  so marred 

was his look beyond human semblance 

and his appearance beyond that of the 

sons of man -- so shall he startle many 

nations, because of him kings shall stand 

speechless; for those who have not been 

told shall see, those who have not heard 

shall ponder it. 

Who would believe what we have heard? 

To whom has the arm of the LORD been 

revealed? He grew up like a sapling befo-

re him, like a shoot from the parched 

earth; there was in him no stately bearing 

to make us look at him, nor appearance 

that would attract us to him. He was 

spurned and avoided by people, a man of 

suffering, accustomed to infirmity, one of 

those from whom people hide their faces, 

spurned, and we held him in no esteem. 

Yet it was our infirmities that he bore, our 

sufferings that he endured, while we 

thought of him as stricken, as one smitten 

by God and afflicted. But he was pierced 

for our offenses, crushed for our sins; 

upon him was the chastisement that ma-

kes us whole, by his stripes we were hea-

led. We had all gone astray like sheep, 

each following his own way; but the 

LORD laid upon him the guilt of us all. 

 

Though he was harshly treated, he sub-

mitted and opened not his mouth; like a 

lamb led to the slaughter or a sheep be-

fore the shearers, he was silent and ope-

ned not his mouth. Oppressed and con-

demned, he was taken away, and who 

would have thought any more of his de-

stiny? When he was cut off from the land 

of the living, and smitten for the sin of his 

people, a grave was assigned him among 

the wicked and a burial place with evildo-

ers, though he had done no wrong nor 

spoken any falsehood. But the LORD was 

pleased to crush him in infirmity. 

If he gives his life as an offering for sin, he 

shall see his descendants in a long life, 

and the will of the LORD shall be accom-

plished through him. Because of his afflic-

tion he shall see the light in fullness of 

days; through his suffering, my servant 

shall justify many, and their guilt he shall 

bear. Therefore I will give him his portion 

among the great, and he shall divide the 

spoils with the mighty, because he sur-

rendered himself to death and was coun-

ted among the wicked; and he shall take 

away the sins of many, and win pardon 

for their offenses.

GOSPEL REFLECTION 

  May the Lord Jesus continue to remind you of the great love GOD has for you that has led 

to Jesus’ willingness to suffer and die so that you might have life forever with GOD. 

  Today the church celebrates one of its oldest liturgical rites – the Liturgy of GOoD Friday of 

the Lord’s Passion.  Although we do not celebrate a full Eucharist, we reflect on GOD’s Word to us 

which speaks of the One Who willingly suffers so that others may have their sins taken away.  We 

also contemplate the wood of the cross on which our Savior was hung.  In order that we might not 

be without the nourishment for our souls, we are able to receive the Lord’s Body which He gave up 

as the ultimate sign of His and His Abba-Father’s love for us.  This day we come together to remem-

ber (zikaron) by re-living the saving acts of our Lord and Savior, Jesus the Christ.  We become a par-

ticipant in His giving His life for our salvation.  

 Carrying His cross, Jesus is led out to the place outside the walls of the Holy City of Jerusa-

lem – to Golgotha, Calvary, the “Place of the Skull.”  It is here they nail His hands to the crossbeam 

and lift Jesus up.  It is on His cross that His name and “crime” are placed:  Iesus Nazarethus, Rex 

Iudaeorum, “Jesus of Nazareth, King of the Jews.”  The Roman soldiers divide Jesus’ blood-soaked 

clothes, His only earthly possession; all done in fulfillment of Hebrew Scripture. 

      The agony continues – not only the physical agony which has included scourging, crowning 

with thorns, bloody clothes along with flesh being torn from His body, nailing, and the pains of cru-

cifixion, but also the emotional pain – seeing His mother at the foot of His cross.  As one of His last 

gifts before He dies He gives His mother into the care of His beloved disciple and His disciple into 

His mother’s care – concerned about others, especially those whom He loved, to the very end. 

     The end comes, and Jesus surrenders it all.  He gives up His life as a sign of the perfect rela-

tionship with His Abba and the relationship newly established between His Abba and His followers.  

 

The personal question/action for today:  How does my reflecting on the 

death of Jesus make me feel?  Do I have any new insights into the importance 

of Jesus’ death?  How can I make the reality of the salvific relationship which I 

have with the Lord Jesus more alive in my relationships with others?
