GOSPEL REFLECTION 

  The Gospel presents Jesus and His disciples embarking on the sea after a full day of tea-

ching and preaching to the people.  Jesus falls fast asleep aboard the ship.  As a storm blows across 

the sea, the disciples become so frightened that they awake Jesus.  After rebuking the storm, He 

turns and chides His disciples for their lack of faith. 

 As I reflect on the readings, I see myself in the position of both Job and the disci-

ples.  Things do not always turn out as I expect.  When events happen in my life which are not what 

I want and they seem out of my control, I question why GOD lets certain things happen.  I begin to 

question even if GOD knows what is happening. I often become disillusioned and fearful.  If I turn 

to GOD, it is out of a sense of panic. I want GOD to fix “it.”
