The Gospel today has three parts: 1) an analogy speaking about the need for an
“insightful” teacher rather than a mere fellow, blind traveler along the road of faith; 2) a
challenge to examine one’s one life before criticizing others (using the analog of a person with
a plank of wood in her/his eyes, trying to remove a splinter from another person’s eye); and 3)
a reminder that we can only produce GOoD fruit if we act out of the GOoDness of our whole
being. Jesus is challenging His disciples (past and present) to strive to be GOoD by reflecting
