GOSPEL JN 20:1-9

A reading from the Holy Gospel according to John.
Glory be to You, Lord.

On the first day of the week, Mary of Magdala came to the tomb early in the
morning, while it was still dark, and saw the stone removed from the tomb. So she
ran and went to Simon Peter and to the other disciple whom Jesus loved, and told
them, “They have taken the Lord from the tomb, and we don’t know where they
put him.” So Peter and the other disciple went out and came to the tomb.

They both ran, but the other disciple ran faster than Peter and arrived at the tomb
first; he bent down and saw the burial cloths there, but did not go in. When Simon
Peter arrived after him, he went into the tomb and saw the burial cloths there, and
the cloth that had covered his head, not with the burial cloths but rolled up in a
separate place. Then the other disciple also went in, the one who had arrived at
the tomb first, and he saw and believed. For they did not yet understand the
Scripture that he had to rise from the dead.

GOSPEL REFLECTION

Today we joyfully celebrate the Resurrection of Jesus Christ - the victory of life over
death, light over darkness, and hope over despair. Easter is not simply the remembrance of
a past event, but the living center of our faith. What we celebrate today changes every-
thing. Christ is risen, and because He lives, we are invited into a new life - freed from sin,
renewed in grace, and filled with hope that does not disappoint.

The Gospel according to Gospel of John (John 20:1-9) draws us into the first mo-
ments of this extraordinary morning. Mary Magdalene comes to the tomb while it is still
dark, carrying grief and uncertainty. She expects death - but encounters something entirely
unexpected. The stone is rolled away, and the tomb is empty. Confused and troubled, she
runs to tell Peter and the beloved disciple. They, too, run to the tomb, searching for an-
swers. Seeing the burial cloths left behind, they begin to realize that something beyond
human explanation has taken place. Slowly, faith begins to awaken.
